What Is Sexting?

Sexting involves sending nude or semi-nude photos and explicit videos of yourself or other people.

‘Ilmages’ can be drawings, cartoons and computer-generated pictures.

Sexting can happen via messaging on mobile phones or via other messaging services and direct
messaging on social media.

This also applies if someone threatens to share an image.



If you are under 18 is it illegal to send a naked image of
yourself via social media or text message?




If you send someone a naked picture that they don’t
want to receive have you committed a crime?




You could be prosecuted if you send an image of yourself
involved in a sexual act if you are under 18?




If you receive a naked picture of someone under the
age of 18 and keep it on your phone you are breaking
the law?
